Alternate Procedures 

 

 Please note:  all courses, reading and written work for the AGST/IGSL  DMin/ThM-PhD in Peace Studies will be 

conducted in English as the common language of instruction.  
 

 The standard means of verification are:  a) through taking the TOEFL and attaining a score of 550 or above, or  

b) through taking the IGSL English Proficiency Test (EPT).  The EPT can be taken by visiting the resident campus of IGSL in Manila, 

or by arrangement with a designated IGSL representative in your country.  The results of the test taken should be sent with the 
applicant’s forms when applying.  
 

 Should neither of these means be workable, another alternative may be possible.  If the applicant obtained his or her masters 
degree (M.A., M.Div., M.Th., Th.M., or other) degree from a program in which English was the language of instruction and student 

work, that may suffice.  However, this must be verified through the degree granting school’s registrar (or suitable administrative 

substitute) using the form below, signed and imprinted with the school’s seal.  This should be sent to the IGSL Admissions 

Department along with the applicant’s transcripts.
